About the Artists:

Barry Anderson received his MFA in Photography and Digital Media from Indiana University Bloomington and his BFA

in Photography from the University of Texas at Austin. His work in video and photography has been shown

extensively around the country and the world, with recent exhibitions in California, New York, Texas, Dubai, and

England. His work is included in the collections of the Kemper Museum of Contemporary Art, the Nerman Museum of
Contemporary Art, the Everson Museum of Art, and Light Work, as well as other numerous corporate and private
collections. A monograph of his video work was published by Light Workin2009.¢ g2 2F | YyRSNER2Yy Qa
featured in The Big Revealn upcoming exhibition of new collection acquisitions at the Kemper Museum of
Contemporary Art, opening Sept. 23.

Born in a small town outside of St. Louis, Luke Firle began his ventures into the field of art at a small community
college and then later transferred to the Kansas City Art Institute, from which he received his BFA in 2003. His
paintings and painting/sculpture hybrids, often incorporating the use of spray paint and stenciling, have been
exhibited at Kansas City area venues including Leedy-Voulkos, Mattie Rhodes Art Gallery, and several Charlotte Street
Foundation Urban Culture Project venues. He is the recipient of an Inspiration Grant from the ArtsKC Fund, and is
currently a Charlotte Street Foundation Urban Culture Project Studio Resident.

About the “Artboards”:

An Art through Architecture "Art Achievement" project, the Missouri Bank "Artboards" launched fall 2008, when the
building's existing double-sided billboards were renovated and converted into a highly visible site for work by area
artists as part of the bank's purchase and renovation of the building to house its Crossroads Branch, completed by
Helix Architecture + Design. Art through Architecture, a partnership of Charlotte Street Foundation and American
Institute of Architects-Kansas City, administers the programming of the Artboards in collaboration with a panel of
Missouri Bank representatives.

The Missouri Bank "Artboards" project began in fall 2008, when the building's existing double-sided billboards were
renovated and converted into a highly visible site for work by area artists as part of Missouri Bank's purchase and
renovation of the building to house its Crossroads Branch. Every four months, the boards will display a set of newly
commissioned artworks, produced as digital prints on ECO-flex, a new, "green" billboard material. Thus far, the
Artboards have featured works by Kansas City artists Warren Rosser, Jaimie Warren, Archie Scott Gobber, Miki Baird,
Elijah Gowin, Emily Sall, Grant Miller, May Tveit, Allan Winkler, Mike Sinclair, Anne Lindberg, Paul Shortt, Adolfo
Martinez, Jerry Kunkel, Deanna Dikeman, and Mary Wessel.
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Architects-Kansas City and Charlotte Street Foundation designed to encourage collecting and commissioning work by

Kansas City area artists through architectural practice. Through AtA, new architectural projects may earn Gold, Silver

or Bronze levels of Art Achievement by dedicating a percentage of the total construction budget to collecting

artworks, commissioning temporary or permanent artworks, and/or including artists on design teams. The Missouri

Bank Crossroads project, which also includes commissioned sculpture by artist Jesse Small, earned level Art

Achievement from Art through Architecture.
